I've had the privilege of helping one of my students who struggled with maths gain the 
skills needed to succeed in the subject. We had a breakthrough moment when he 
finally understood algebra after months of struggling. It was very rewarding to see his 
confidence grow.

I am positive we can build on the 
foundations already laid in this quarter and see more progress in Q2 2023.

I teach a special child who has struggled with reading and writing. It has been a rather 
tough first quarter of 2023 and I realized that traditional teaching methods were not 
effective and that I needed to adjust my approach.

In this quarter, we have made 
some remarkable progress especially with her Mathematics and Quantitative Reasoning 
which were the challenging areas. I have faced some challenges with unreliable internet 
connectivity.

Additionally, the student has become more 
comfortable with the online learning platform and has become more independent in their 
learning.

As a scrabble instructor, I have seen some of my students who initially struggled with 
spelling and vocabulary become proficient players. One student was able to form a 
seven-letter word and win the game, and seeing his hard work and dedication pay off was 
a delight. I have also had students who were initially shy and reserved become confident 
and outgoing. Some student were able to make new friends through their love of the 
game, and seeing them connect with others was heartwarming. I also encouraged them 
to try playing more online during their spare time and the result has been encouraging. It 
has been a rewarding first quarter and I look forward to a better second quarter.
